Inland Discontinues

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After 35 years, the Inland
Children’s chorus program is
being dropped by the sponsor-
ing Inland Manufacturing divi-
sion of General Motors. Since
the death of the founding
director Richard Westbrock,
Joseph Geiger has trained the
children.

The chorus is being dis-
banded for a number of rea-
sons, according to T. O. Mat-
thews, general manager.
Some lessening of interest an-
dattendance on the part of the
youngsters was a factor but
weighing even more heavily
was the response of parents
(mostly Inland employes) and
the community in general.

“IN.  TERMS of value re-
ceived, cost per employe af-
fected in our sphere of activi-
ties (West Side and Vandalia),
it has been more costly than
any otherprogram,” Mat-
thews said,

“I"'m sorry to say it’s a sign
of the times,” he added.

Chorus

““There ‘are so many activities
now, so many demanding of
the parents’ time as chaui-
feurs and in other ways.”

Another factor in the deci-
sion was the slackening inter-
est on the part of the public.
When attendance by Inland
employes at chorus concerts
dropped off, the doors were
opened- to the public. Even so,
Matthews noted, recent pro-
grams drew only 800 to 1,000.
In thepast, it was not unusual
for the chorus to sing to ca-
pacity audiences at Memorial
hall.

ACCORDING to the Inaldnd
executive, “P e o ple say the
programming hasn’t kept pace
and that may be. The public
today is exposed to so much
professional performance that
it's difficult to compete.”

Each vear the chorus has
been giving back-to-back pro-
grams at the Dayton Art insti-
tute and for many years par-
ticipated in Christmas gon-
certs with the Dayton Philhar-
monic orchestra.
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
